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Abstract

Writing skills are among the most important abilities influencing
learners' performance in other subjects. The prerequisite for
writing is mastering paragraph writing skills, which is
emphasized during elementary education. It seems that the use of
narrative literature and the opportunities it provides can
effectively contribute to acquiring this skill. Therefore, the
present study aimed to investigate the impact of narrative
literature on the learning of paragraph writing skills among sixth-
grade elementary school students. This research employed a
quasi-experimental method with a pre-test and post-test design,
including a control group. The statistical population of the study
consisted of all sixth-grade students in the first district of Tehran,
while the sample included 60 sixth-grade students who were
randomly selected and assigned to an experimental group (30
students) and a control group (30 students). The experimental
group received instruction using various forms of narrative
literature, while the control group was taught using conventional
methods over ten sessions. Data was collected using a researcher-
made test and checklist assessing basic and advanced writing
skills. The validity of the instrument was approved by teachers
and professors, and its reliability was determined using
Cronbach's alpha. Results of data analysis, using covariance
analysis, revealed that narrative literature significantly enhanced
students' paragraph writing skills at both basic (F = 10.989; p =
0.002) and advanced levels (F = 21.086; p = 0.000). Therefore, it
is recommended to utilize narrative literature to improve the
paragraph writing and writing skills of elementary students.
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
